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What is this project?
The Congregat ion to Compost project 
is  a  Clark County par tnership with 
fa ith-based organizat ions to establ ish 
community compost ing centers to 
ser ve the organizat ion,  congregat ion 
members and neighborhood res idents .

How does it work?
The house of  worship wi l l  receive 
compost col lect ion containers 
provided by Waste Connect ions of 
WA and paid for by Clark County Sol id 
Waste during the p i lot  period (s ix 
months) .

·  �Par t ic ipants wi l l  have access to a 
free l idded bucket to col lect  k i tchen 
food scraps .

·  �When par t ic ipat ing households 
come to the p lace of  worship ,  they 
wi l l  dump their  food scraps into the 
compost car t .

·  �Waste Connect ions wi l l  ser v ice the 
car t  and del iver  the food scraps to 
Dir t  Hugger. 

Why is this important? 
By par t ic ipat ing in this  project , 
you wi l l  be turning your k itchen 
food scraps into compost ,  a  r ich soi l 
amendment ,  to be used by gardeners 
and farmers in the Pacific  Nor thwest .

Washington state and Clark County 
have set  a  goal  of  cutt ing food waste 
in half  by 2030.  Your k itchen and the 
Congregat ion to Compost program 
play an impor tant role towards 
meet ing that  goal .

YOUR PLACE OF WORSHIP CAN BE A LEADER
Some of you may a lready be keeping food waste out of  the 
landfi l l  by compost ing in your backyards ,  with worm bins , 
sharing i t  with other composters or adding to your organics 
curbs ide car ts  i f  a l lowed (Cit ies  of  Ridgefie ld and Vancouver) .

To make compost ing easy,  convenient and free,  your p lace 
of  worship could launch an effor t  to col lect  food scraps .  We 
need at  least  30 households to par t ic ipate at  each house of 
worship and/or surrounding neighborhoods to just i fy  the cost 
of  ser v ic ing the food waste car t .

By contribut ing food scraps to this  program, you wi l l  be par t 
of  a  larger movement to keep va luable nutrients out of  the 
landfi l l  and transform them into r icher,  healthy soi l .
